Master of Divinity (MDiy)

The Master of Divinity (M Div) is a one year full-time programme.
Candidates take 12 modules from those on offer for the STL. These
modules shall be chosen, in consultation with the Dean of Theology, in
at least two but no more than four of the following areas:

Sacred Scripture

Systematic, liturgical and historical theology

Spirituality

Practical Theology (moral theology and canon law)

Mission Theology

The programme comprises two constitutive elements:

e  Prescribed modules (as above)

e A final comprehensive examination, part of which shall be the
assessment of a research essay of approximately 10,000 words.
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Licentiate in Theology / Sacrae Theologiae
Licentiatus (STL)

The Licentiate in Theology is offered principally in the area of
Systematic Theology, with the possibility of taking no more than
three modules in another area of ‘concentration’. These other areas
are:

RESEARCH SEMINAR

The Research Seminar shall take place throughout the two years of
the STL. In the second year, STL candidates shall present their
ongoing research in a public colloquium, for which 60% of the
overall marks shall be awarded.

CONCENTRATIONS AND THEIR MODULES

A total of 10 elective modules must be chosen over a period of four
semesters (two years). All modules on offer for the STL carry a value
of 3 ECTS. STL Candidates choose ten modules, no more than three
of which are chosen from a ‘theological concentration’ outside of
Systematic Theology (‘elective modules’). Among the modules
chosen, one, or at the most two, may be chosen from all modules on
offer, in view of candidate’s field of research (but this is not a
requirement).
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The modules listed below are those available for the academic year
2010-2011. Some of these modules will be taught in lecture form,
while others will be offered as Reading Seminars.

Each STL Candidate must submit to the Dean of Theology their
choice of modules before the end of the first week of each semester.

Milltown Institute offers the following areas of specialization within
Theology/Spirituality research: Biblical Studies, Patristics, History of
Theology/Spirituality, Systematic Theology, Moral Theology,
Ecumenics, Liturgical Studies, Pastoral Ministry, Spirituality,
Mission Theology, Faith and Culture.

The award of Degree of Masters (Research) is awarded in
accordance with the following criteria:

The thesis should show evidence of independent thought and research
and must demonstrate a mastery of a chosen subject. The thesis
should be 35,000 — 50,000 words in length. The candidate should
demonstrate an understanding of methodologies appropriate to the
chosen field and show adequate knowledge of the literature of the
subject and of the work of other scholars in the field. The thesis must
contain an acceptable amount of original work by the candidate,
which is considered by the examiners to be of publishable standard.

The award of Degree of Doctor of Philosophy (Research) is awarded
in accordance with the following criteria:

The dissertation should consist of the candidate's own account of
his/her investigation, should be an integrated whole and present a
coherent argument.

The dissertation should form a distinct contribution to the knowledge
of a particular subject and afford evidence of originality by the
discovery of new facts and/or by the exercise of independent critical
power.

The dissertation must give a critical assessment of the relevant
literature, describe the method of research and its findings, include
discussion on those findings and indicate in what respects they appear
to the candidate to advance the study of the subject.

Doctor of Divinity (DD)
Sacrae Theologiae Doctoratus (STD)

The degree of Sacrae Theologiae Doctoratus (Doctor of Divinity) is
an award open to those who have completed the second cycle of
theological studies with a first or upper second honours. It testifies that
the holder has achieved scholarly status in a specialized field, having
made a public contribution to the progress of knowledge.

The award of Sacrae Theologiae Doctoratus (Doctor of Divinity) is
awarded in accordance with the following criteria:

The dissertation shall be written under the direction of a full-time
member of the staff of the Milltown Institute, or of another person
associated with the Milltown Institute, each case with the approval of
the Director of Graduate Studies in Theology.

The dissertation should:

» Constitute a contribution to knowledge

» Show the candidate’s familiarity with the most recent and best
methods and techniques of research in the subject and also
ability to apply them.

» Demonstrate knowledge of the contributions of previous
investigators in regard to the subject of the dissertation

» Demonstrate maturity, based on advanced graduate study, in
classifying and analysing data and discovering and
formulating the broader and more generic aspects of such
data.

» Give evidence of the ability of the candidate in independent
and constructive interpretation of the data gathered.

» Give evidence of balanced, objective and critical judgement

K. O’Mahony MBS221

Presupposing a familiarity with basic Greek grammar and reading skills as
presented in the Higher Diploma course, this module will aim to advance the
student to the point of being able to read Biblical texts independently. The
textbook — which each student must have — will be Jeremy Duff’s The
Elements of New Testament Greek. As well as ensuring that all essential
accidence and syntax has been covered, the module will introduce the student
to the use of the various reference tools, both printed and electronic, which
can help in reading Biblical Greek texts. A representative selection of such
texts, taken both from the Septuagint and the New Testament, will be studied
in class.

This course will develop the basic work of the Higher Diploma module on
Hebrew Language and Culture by studying grammatical forms and structures
systematically. Weingreen’s Grammar of Classical Hebrew provides a useful
outline which will be complemented by texts taken from other Hebrew
primers as well as from the Hebrew Bible. At the end of the course the
student should have developed a broader Hebrew vocabulary along with an
awareness of the most common grammatical forms and an appreciation of
some of the peculiarities of Hebrew syntax.

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CANON LAW OF MARRIAGE

This module aims to provide the student with a general knowledge of the
historical, theological and canonical background to the notion of Christian
marriage and the place of matrimonial law within the context of the 1983
Code of Canon Law. Building on this foundation the nature of Christian
marriage will be examined and the canonical norms regarding consent,
defective consent and the manifestation of consent. It will conclude with a
brief introduction to the working of the Marriage Tribunal.

At the beginning of the academic year, and by
means of personal interviews with the Research Co-ordinator, an attempt is
made to assess the suitability of proposed research topics and to determine
individual research needs. In this way it becomes possible to match each
candidate and his/her project with a supervisor. The use of interviews, focus
groups, participant observation or other methods of research which enable
students to gather data regarding spirituality is encouraged. The candidate is
expected to make provision for ethical issues involved in the research. She/he
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is also expected to adopt the conventions, language and style acceptable to
scholarly reviews.

Theological anthropology explores human existence as enfolded by the
gracious, freely-bestowed, forgiving and transforming love of God. It offers
perspectives on God’s dealings with humanity and on humanity’s growth and
fulfilment. The Christian anthropological perspective, illumined by the story
of what God has done in the history of Israel and in the person of Jesus
Christ, presents a vision of humanity as created, redeemed and made holy
through a relationship with God in Christ and in the Spirit that is not only
healing, but is also transformative. This relationship, this ‘life in the Spirit’ —
called grace in the theological tradition — is the hallmark of Christianity’s
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understanding of the person and is therefore carefully investigated in this
course as a foundation for the study of spirituality. Emphasis placed on
writers such as Anne Carr, Elizabeth Johnson and Lisa Sowle Cahill ensure
that feminist approaches are central to the presentation of anthropological
material.

SD103 CARMELITE SPIRITUALITY
M. Cheyrou Lagréze

"The soul's centre is God," wrote John of the Cross. Carmelite saints and mystics

experienced transformation in engagement with that Centre. They thought they
were seeking God, but learned that the Centre had been approaching them all
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along. This module will explore the rich tradition of Carmelite Spirituality
focusing especially on prayer as found in the writings of John of the Cross, Teresa
of Avila, and Thérese of Lisieux.

SD104 THEOLOGY: THE BASICS A

This module explores the
transformative, healing power of true listening and blocks to listening while
building skills needed to listen empathically to ourselves, one another and the
Divine, the heart of true listening.

SD106 SPIRITUALITY OF FORGIVENESS
G. Holton

Forgiveness is the dealing with another person's offence in a helpful manner. One
definition of therapeutic forgiveness is the handling of another person's
inappropriate and harmful deeds in such a way that it helps the forgiver find
healing and wellness. In Ephesians 4:31-32: we are encouraged to “forgive each
other just as God in Christ has forgiven you”. In this module participants will
explore the challenge of forgiveness as an intra-psychic, interpersonal and
transpersonal process.
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SDW3 CELTIC SPIRITUALITY
J. J. Spring/C. Boyle

In the present era many people are looking to the ‘Celtic’ tradition, seeking for
alternative ways of being in touch with the ‘Sacred Divine’, both in themselves
and in the wider world. This raises a number of questions. Who were the Celts?
Was there a specific ‘Celtic’ spiritual tradition, and if so how can we make those
beliefs and practices relevant to modern day lives? This introductory module will
attempt to explore some of these issues and will examine a number of Celtic
themes including; sense of place, sense of God in everyday life, awareness of the
Trinity, the Cross, God in creation, pilgrimage and story.

SD107 PATHWAYS IN PRAYER
B. Purcell

Prayer is not limited to talking to God. Prayer is real, interactive, two-way
communication with God. We don’t just talk to God; we also listen.
Unfortunately, most of our praying gets limited to Prayers of Petition, asking God
to bless us. This is an important type of prayer, but it’s only one of the many
pathways to prayer. God draws us into an intimate and loving relationship that
grows out of true prayer. This module introduces participants to various methods
of prayer.
