You will have the
opportunity to meet with Milltown staff who will be available to offer advice
and information about the modules on offer.

What does taking a module for credit mean?
It means that you do the assignment or exam for that module and having suc-
cessfully completed it you can build up academic credits. There is no credit fee.

How do | obtain credit for the module(s) | take?

An Assessment Form must be completed by a student and given to the lecturer
prior to the end of the semester. Students will be assessed in the usual manner
and single subject certificates are issued for accumulation and transfer of credit

Can | take a module but not do the assignments or exams?

Yes. You can simply attend the lecture(s) for personal interest or enjoyment
and there is no need to sit exams or do assignments. Modules that are attended
without taking assessment may be recorded on an Audit Certificate.

The Audit Certificate is issued only when a completed audit recording form is
signed by the Acting Registrarior to the end of semester.
